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The Live Oak City Council met in a Special Called Meeting, Tuesday, February 23, 2016 at 3:00 p.m. in City 

Hall located at 101 SE White Ave., Live Oak, Florida 32064.  The following officials were present:  Council 

President Councilman Keith Mixon, Councilman Bennie L. Thomas, Councilman Jacob Grantham, Councilman 

John W. Yulee Sr., Councilman Frank Davis, Interim City Manager Jan Parkhurst, and Deputy City Clerk Mary 

Nims.  Not present was Mayor Garth R. Nobles, City Clerk John Gill, and Attorney Fred Koberlein. 

Council President Keith Mixon called the meeting to order and introduced the first item for discussion regarding 

the selection of candidates to interview for the city manager position.  Miss. Nims distributed a handout 

presenting the proposed city manager applicants that individual council members selected for interview.  

Councilman Mixon then opened the floor for discussion. 

Councilman Davis opened by requesting that his applicant selection be changed, reflecting Mr. Don Hart being 

removed from the list and Mr. Shawn Crocker being inserted. 

Following this, Councilman Grantham presented his top five candidates for interview: James Woods, Ted 

Lakey, David Kraus, Shawn Crocker, and Ron Williams. 

After reviewing the Councilmen's proposed applicants for interview, the top five applicants were selected:  

James Woods, Ted Lakey, David Kraus, Shawn Crocker, and Ron Williams. 

Councilman Grantham then recommended that interviews be held March 8, beginning that morning and running 

into that afternoon, with each applicant being given one hour, and then a final decision being announced during 

the March 8, regular City Council Meeting.  It was discussed that the interviews could begin at 10 AM and run 

through 3 PM.   

Councilman Grantham then moved to approve James Woods, Ted Lakey, David Kraus, Shawn Crocker, and 

Ron Williams to be interviewed March 8, 2016, beginning at 10 o'clock, with each applicant provided one hour.  

Councilman Yulee seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Councilman Mixon then presented the next item for discussion regarding the recommendation to make the code 

enforcement officers’ (Erica Williams) position full-time.  Councilman Grantham moved to approve the 

recommendation of the code enforcement officers’ position to be made full-time, which Councilman Yulee 

seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  The full-time position is to begin Monday, February 29, 2016.
