City Council Meeting
January 14, 2020

The Live Oak City Council met Tuesday, January 14, 2020, at 5:30 p.m. in City Hall located at 101 SE White Ave., Live Oak, Florida 32064.  The following officials were present:  Mayor Frank Davis, Councilmember Robintina Reed, Councilmember David Burch, Council President Mark Stewart, Councilmember Don Allen, Councilmember Bennie Thomas, Attorney Fred Koberlein Jr., City Manager Ron Williams, and City Clerk John Gill. 
Council President Stewart called the meeting to order.
The meeting was opened with the pledge of allegiance to the flag which was followed by Mr. George Curtis with the invocation.
Council President Stewart then presented the agenda for any additions, deletions, or changes. Councilmember Allen moved to pass the agenda as presented, which Councilmember Reed seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
The floor was then opened to public comment. Mr. Kiah Shields addressed the council concerning neighbor’s business...
Council President Stewart proceeded to the next item regarding the approval of the December 10, 2019 City Council Meeting minutes. Councilmember Burch moved to approve the minutes as presented, which Councilmember Reed seconded.  The motion carried unanimously. 
Council President Stewart then turned the floor over to Mayor Davis. Mayor Davis updated the Council on the progress of the 2020 Census. Mayor Davis asked that the Council help get the word out to the Community concerning the Census. Suwannee County had a 70% turn out the last time the Census was completed and the 30% missing is very important to the future of Suwannee County for future funding. 
Council President Stewart then turned the floor over to Mr. Jimmy Norris, Suwannee County Developer. Mr. Norris updated the Council on the upcoming Suncoast Parkway Extension. Mr. Norris covered the highlights of the Extension and how it will impact Suwannee County and the City of Live Oak. The hope for the future is that the Corridors will be completed by December 2030. Mr. Norris also, provided the Council with study areas maps to help the Council with understanding how all the roads will connect and how it will impact the City and Suwannee County. 
Council President Stewart then turned the floor over to Mr. Ron Williams, City Manager. Mr. Williams proceeded with presenting the award of RFQ 02-2019- Grant Writing and Administrative Services. Mr. Williams explained that 3 firms responded to the bid solicitation for the Grant Writing RFQ, and based on a scoring system of all 3 firms he recommends that RFQ 02-2019 be awarded to Fred Fox Enterprises. Councilmember Burch moved to award RFQ 02-2019 -Grant Writing Bid to Fred Fox Enterprises, which Councilmember Allen seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Williams then proceeded to the next item on the agenda, Resolution No. 2020-01, a resolution authorizing the City to grant Gulf Power Company a Utility Easement. 
RESOLUTION NO. 2020-01
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LIVE OAK, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY TO GRANT GULF POWER COMPANY A UTILITY EASEMENT.

This resolution is for a Utility line owned by Gulf Power Company to come across property owned by the City of Live Oak. Gulf Power is willing to pay $36,300 for the piece of property that they are in need of for the Solar Panel project. After some discussion Councilmember Allen moved to pass Resolution No. 2020-01, which Councilmember Burch seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

ORDINANCE NO. 1442
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LIVE OAK, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE ZONING DISTRICT TO 0.39 ACRES (MOL) OF LAND ON THE OFFICIAL ZONING ATLAS OF THE CITY OF LIVE OAK LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS, PURSUANT TO AN APPLICATION, LDR 19-4, BY THE PROPERTY OWNER(S) AND/OR THEIR AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE, UNDER THE AMENDMENT PROCEDURES ESTABLISHED IN ARTICLE THREE OF THE LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS; PROVIDING FOR A CHANGE IN THE ASSIGNED ZONING DISTRICT FROM: RESIDENTIAL SINGLE FAMILY / MANUFACTURED HOME – TWO (RSF/MH-2) TO: RESIDENTIAL – OFFICE (R-O), ON CERTAIN LANDS WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF LIVE OAK, FLORIDA; PROVIDING SEVERABILITY: REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; PROVIDING AUTHORITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Councilmember Burch moved to pass Ordinance No. 1442, which Councilmember Allen seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
